· We think it is important for you to know where to get help if you are worried or unhappy about something. 
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If you need to talk – we will listen! 
· You can talk to any adult in school, whoever you feel comfortable to talk to
· The adults who are specially trained in safeguarding children and keeping them safe are: Mrs Peace, Mrs Fieldhouse and Mrs Banks

· Bullying you; 
· Saying funny things to you that you do not like or which upsets you;

· Hitting you or hurting you;
· Someone gives you a present and it doesn’t feel right; 
· Taking your things;
