PUPIL PREMIUM STATEMENT
The Pupil Premium is allocated to children who are known to be eligible for Free School Meals (FSM), Service Children and children who have been looked after continuously for more than six months. This will also include pupils eligible for FSM at any point in the last six years (known as the Ever 6 FSM measure)
Do you qualify for Free School Meals? 
You can register your child for Free School Meals if you get any of these benefits:
· Income Support 

· Income Based Job Seekers Allowance 

· Income related Employment and Support Allowance 

· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

· Guaranteed element of State Pension Credit 

· Child Tax Credit, with no Working Tax Credit, and an annual income of no more than £16,190 

· Working Tax Credit ‘run –on’ – the payment someone may receive for a further four weeks after they stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

It is for schools to decide how the Pupil Premium is spent, as they are best placed to assess what additional provision should be made for the individual pupils at their school. 
As well as using the funding for interventions and extra input we provide for pupils academically, we also subsidise school trips and residential visits for pupils who are eligible. We also allow the option for the purchase of school uniform and other out of school activities.

Results for the year 2013 – 2014 
	KS2
	88% of Pupil Premium pupils achieved L4 + in Reading, Writing and Maths compared with 76% non-Pupil Premium pupils. 
The school gap was 28% in 2013 compared with -3% in 2014 which means that we have more than closed the gap for our KS2 pupil premium children. 

	KS1
	100% of Pupil Premium pupils achieved L2+ in Reading compared with 100% of non- pupil premium pupils. 100% of Pupil Premium pupils achieved L2+ in Writing compared with 94% for non-pupil premium pupils. 100% of Pupil Premium pupils achieved L2+ in Maths compared with 100% of non-pupil premium pupils. Therefore there was no gap for pupil premium pupils and in Writing we more than closed the gap by -6%.
