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Here at South Parade Primary School we pride ourselves on an inclusive ethos where the needs of the individual pupil are paramount. We endeavour to meet the needs of all our pupils including those with visual impairments, hearing impairments, Autism, speech, language and communication difficulties, physical disabilities and cognition and learning difficulties.  We adhere to the admissions policy of Wakefield Local Authority. We hope you find the following information useful.

How does the school know if children/young people need extra help and what should I do if I think my child/young person may have special educational needs?

All children’s progress, academically, socially and emotionally, is constantly monitored by teachers and the Senior Leadership Team (SLT) within the school. On entry into South Parade Primary School pupils are assessed against national standards. 
Each child’s progress is then monitored carefully. If the pupil’s progress is causing concern then parents are informed and invited into school to discuss the next steps. At this stage options regarding possible external agency involvement may be discussed.
We track children’s progress initially against the Early Years Foundation profile (EYFS) and then the National curriculum end of year objectives from Year 1.  For pupils who are making smaller steps of progress we use the Wakefield progression steps (WPS).
If you have concerns about your child’s progress then we would encourage parents to initially speak with the class teacher. Further meetings may then be arranged with the Special Educational Needs and disabilities co-ordinator (SENDCo), at South Parade the SENDCo is Mrs Amanda Fowles who is also the Senior Mental Health Lead, LKS2 Leader and a Designated Safeguarding officer.

 What is a graduated approach?

Here at South Parade Primary school we pride ourselves for giving the right support, at the right level, at the right time. We follow the ‘Wakefield model’ of the graduated approach which builds on what has previously been in place as each ‘next stage’ is implemented.
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Class teachers plan and deliver ‘quality first teaching’ for every pupil within their class.  

If a child is identified as having a special educational need and  requires provision that is ‘additional to and different’ they will have a ‘Learner Profile’. This is a one page document which captures the child’s essential needs and provides basic information for staff to enable them to support that child at that universal, quality first teaching level. The ‘Learner Profile’ is written by the teacher, pupil and their parents/carers and will describe the difficulty that the child has, and identifies ways in which barriers to learning can be removed in the classroom.
It may be that the pupil requires a ‘Supporting me to Learn Plan’. This plan follows the model of the ‘Assess, Plan, Do, Review’ process. It will be written by and document the views of the teacher, pupil and their parents/carers, stating the strengths of the pupil and what is working well. It will also state what is not working well and what school, parents and support services are going to do to support the pupil. The ‘Supporting me to Learn Plan’ will include SMART (Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, Time limited) targets. If the pupil has a ‘My Support Plan’ these targets will be small steps towards the outcomes set in this plan.
Some pupils who have a number of professionals supporting them and would benefit from co-ordinated support may have a ‘My Support Plan’. This is available to use with children and young people who have identified special educational needs and receive SEND Support in school. 

 The ‘My Support Plan’ is a non-statutory document and can be used flexibly to support the needs of the child, young person, their family and all who work with them. What is included and the formats used in a ‘My Support Plan’ are optional. You can use different sections and gradually build a fuller picture as needed. The priority when creating and updating a plan is to support the holistic needs of the child/young person and their family.

 However if at a later stage, a request for a statutory Assessment of Education, Health and Care Needs is made, the plan must be fully completed and reviewed. The review needs to evidence what has been put in place and what difference it has made to the child or young person. The plan with supporting evidence can then be submitted to make a request for an Assessment of Education, Health and Care Needs. An Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan is for children and young people aged up to 25 who need more support than is available through special educational needs support. EHC plans identify educational, health and social needs and set out the additional support to meet those needs. The majority of children with ‘My Support Plans’ will not need to move on to a request for this assessment, as their needs will be met through the delegated funding and coordinated support.

Who else will be involved in supporting my child?
The school also has a designated School Governor who monitors SEND across the school. The school SENDCO meets regularly with external agencies such as the Educational Psychologist, Wakefield Inclusion Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Support Service (WISENDSS), Speech and Language and Children’s Therapy services, and any child needing support will be identified to the relevant professionals and given any support necessary. If a child requires additional support from an external agency, then school, with the permission of the parents, will put in a referral. 

How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s/young  person’s needs?

Through ‘Quality First Teaching’, school provides a curriculum to meet the needs of all children. All lessons include adaptive teaching and provide scaffolding  necessary for each child to learn. However, on occasions, a child may require more specific activities so will work in a small group or receive individualised support. At South Parade we have a number of intervention groups, examples include; SEND Little Wandle, Beat Dyslexia, Memory skills, Fit to Learn, Musical Interaction, Socially Speaking, Anxiety and Emotions and Lego Therapy. The impact of which are monitored regularly throughout the term.

How do I know if my child is making progress and additional support is having an impact?
All interventions delivered across school are recorded on a ‘Provision map’. Progress is monitored throughout the interventions and the impact of the intervention is evaluated. This information is then added to the provision map and next steps are decided.

Children at South Parade Primary school are assessed against their targets every half term, so progress will be monitored this way but also through work completed during specific interventions. This could be written, photographs, observations from Intervention leaders or the children’s self - evaluations. 

How will I know how my child/young person is doing and how will you help me to support my child’s learning?

We operate an open door policy at the school. There is an 

opportunity at the start or the end of the school day to briefly discuss  your child and also arrange an appointment to meet your child’s class teacher or the SENDCO. 
Teachers provide parents with an end of year report in the Summer term.  This provides details of your child’s progress. Parent and child consultation afternoons/evenings are held in the Autumn and Spring term where all areas of your child’s development can be discussed.  If a teacher has concerns in the meantime they may contact you to come into school for a chat.  If your child has a Supporting me to learn plan (SMTLP) you will be asked to review that with the Class teacher and your child termly.  Annual meetings are also held for all children with an Education and Health care plan (EHCP) and a My Support Plan (MSP).  
Strategies are discussed at these meetings for parents/carers to support their child’s learning and teachers are available to discuss any concerns or issues throughout the school week. All children are tracked using school’s data tracking. 

What support will there be for my child’s overall well being?

South Parade Primary School ensures that all children are 
supported emotionally, socially and pastorally by staff who know their children. Mrs Fowles is the Senior mental Health Lead in addition to being SENDCo. School offers a wide range of activities both within school and the community to support the childrens’ social and emotional development such as residential trips, school visits, educational trips, links with the community and a range of cultural visits. 
School has a medicine policy which supports parents/carers with the management of their child’s medication within school and staff regularly undergo training in key areas such as asthma, diabetes and the use of Epi pens. If a child comes into school with a specific need, the school nurse or Specialist nurse will provide the relevant staff with training. The school also has trained first aiders within school and at least one will be present on any visit outside of school. 
School has a behaviour and self- regulation policy Policies | Ossett South Parade Primary. This refers to our Positive behaviour strategies and the zones of regulation and emotion coaching which all staff have been trained to use to support the emotional well being of the children.  Exclusions are extremely rare in school and this is due to the high expectations school has of children’s learning and behaviour and the support from parents/carers. Children who need specific support with their behaviour will be identified and support will be provided. This support may range from additional support in the classroom, to interventions and support from WISENDSS, the Senior mental Health Leader or the Learning mentor. 

School will ring home to query a child’s non-attendance at school. School uses an Education Welfare Officer (EWO) who will support school and parents with ensuring children attend school regularly and on time. 

What specialist services and expertise are available at or accessed by the school?

School employs trained staff to educate and care for children throughout their primary years. Staff training is updated regularly in key areas of the curriculum and also in identifying and supporting children with specific difficulties around learning, child development and social and key emotional problems children may experience. School has direct access to a wide range of services all of which can support both parents/carers and children. These agencies include, Speech and language, Child psychology, CAMHS, WISENDSS, The Early Help HUB, Social Services, Paediatricians and the School Nurse. 

What are the options for staff training?
All staff receive regular training from the health service around key medical issues which could arise for children e.g. delivering physiotherapy to individual pupils. Certain staff are trained in First Aid and are strategically placed around school. The SENDCO attends training which is then shared with all staff. The SENDCO provides in-house training on developing Learner Profiles and Supporting me to Learn Plans and around specific requests from staff, or as necessary to support a particular child or group of children. 

Where necessary for specific situations, specialist training is bought into the school. For example Makaton signing for pupils with limited language, Training from the Visual Impairment (VI) or Hearing Impairment (HI) team or WISENDSS who can provide school with training around a range of social and emotional needs or support with how to adapt the curriculums. A number of staff are trained in Positive handling which provides school with ‘a framework to equip individuals with attitudes, skills and knowledge to facilitate environments that are free from fear and safe from harm.
How will my child/young person be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?

South Parade Primary School is fully-inclusive and all children are encouraged to take part in all trips, events and activities both within and outside of school. Where necessary, extra support will be provided to ensure full participation by all children. Parents are fully-informed as to the trips and activities open to every child. Some of the trips and educational visits may be subsidised by the school to ensure all children can access these extra-curricular activities.
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How accessible is the school environment?

South Parade Primary School has wheelchair access at all points of entry. There are facilities for disabled changing and toilets which can accommodate wheelchairs and support individuals with a disability. The school has lower ceilings which promote a better auditory and visual environment in which to learn. 

South Parade Primary school is a dyslexia friendly environment which means that resources are readily accessible for all pupils at all times.  This can include visual prompts on walls, practical resources to hand, buff paper and exercise books, non-glare whiteboards and coloured overlays for reading. 

We have VI resources which include equipment and resources to support visually impaired learners and all areas around school have Braille signage.  
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We have a range of specialist chairs to support the various physical needs of some of our pupils and we also have a wide range of sensory resources available for pupils who require additional support e.g. wedge cushions, lap cushions, weighted vests, fiddle toys etc.

In our outside area we have a Sensory garden which includes resources to stimulate all the senses with include; musical chime bars, a tactile windmill, Perspex light reflecting arch, talking flowers, a willow tunnel and vestibular playground equipment. There is also a calm area for reading and calming activities.
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In one of our corridors we have ‘Activity street’ which is a range of activities designed to meet the needs of older children that still require continuous provision such as; sand and pouring activities, role play, small world and cause and effect toys. 
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We also have our Zones of regulation area where children can go to emotionally regulate or take time to reflect. 
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The Power up corner is a space where children who need additional sensory breaks can go to do exercises and activities.
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All classrooms also have a Power up corner and a Calm area so that the children can access these as and when they need them. 
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The Butterfly room is a space where intervention groups take place and children can access small group activities. Some children prefer to use this space to emotionally regulate or to have some quiet time with their peers. 
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We have a group room adapted to deliver a Bespoke curriculum to pupils who require a different curriculum to their peers. This allows them to access their learning at their own pace.


The use of laptops and I pads enable all children to have access to new technologies to support their learning. In certain instances children are provided with lap tops and appropriate software so they can access the full curriculum.
What is our The Visual Impairment Provision?

The VI Provision is a small team based within our mainstream school setting which supports children with a range of Visual Impairments. Our aim is to improve outcomes for VI children by giving them access to large print, tactile, or audio resources as well as specialist staff members. Our team work alongside class teachers to ensure that the children are included in our mainstream class learning. They also work with the Local Authority Sensory Impairment teams to facilitate the delivery of a specialist curriculum, where necessary, to give our children the skills to become independent young people.

Children have access to resources specifically tailored to VI children, which are often created bespoke, to meet the individual child's needs. 

The VI Provision is led by our Senior Specialist Learning Support Officer Mrs Thomas and our SENDCo Mrs Fowles.

 How will the school prepare and support my child to join the school or to transfer to a new school or the next stage of education and life?

School encourage parents and children to visit the school and meet their new teacher prior to joining the school. A member of the SLT will either show the child and parents around school or be available to answer any questions. Meetings are organised in the summer term prior to entry into the foundation stage. Mrs Fowles meets with SENDCOs from receiving academies and or Special schools to discuss individual needs prior to the Year 6 pupils leaving in July and additional transition visits are arranged.  SENDCOs from the above schools are invited to the Year 5 and Year 6 EHCP meetings.

How are the schools resources allocated and matched to children’s special educational needs?

The school receive an annual notional SEND budget. This funding is intended to support both existing SEND pupils with low cost High/incidence SEN and the first £6000 of support for high cost pupils.
The school may receive additional funding (known as Top up) agreed through the SEND/EHCP panel (for high costs pupils) commensurate with the child’s level of need.

25% of the notional SEND will be used to support low cost/high incidence SEND.

75% of the notional SEND budget will be used to support the first £6000 of high cost pupils.

This 25% of the notional SEND funding provides the mainstream support that the majority of children require. For example it contributes to the costs of training provided by outside agencies, additional external agency support such as speech and language therapy and play therapy, smaller class sizes and for support staff to work in class/ small group work, specialist resources which may be required – e.g. specialist chairs, lap tops, ICT software as well as time for teachers to complete meaningful Learner profiles and Supporting me to Learn Plans with the child and parents/carers. Children in this category are classed as high incidence, low needs. 
How is the decision made about what type and how much support my child will receive?

All of our teachers use adaptive teaching. This means that adaptations are made to teaching to ensure it provides all children with the opportunity to meet expectations. This can look different between classrooms and within subject areas.  Also, sometimes tasks are scaffolded and this may include additional support from the teacher or teaching assistant or tasks and activities are slightly different.
After discussing a child’s specific needs alongside the parents/carers and the child, the decision to give children extra support is determined in the first instance by the class teacher. He/she will make that decision if it is felt a child is not making sufficient progress in any particular area. Depending on the need, the class teacher will make the decision how to support a child. If a class teacher decides that a child needs more specialised help or more targeted support he/she will speak to the SENDCO, who will determine if specialist advice is needed. The specialist support will be dependent on the need of the child but the professional involved could include: Speech and Language support, Educational Psychologist support, WISENDSS support, VI/HI support or Children’s Therapy support. Further to this, the school holds ‘Drop in Meetings’ at which Advisory teachers from WISENDSS are present to discuss provision for supporting children and families in school. 


Who can I contact for further information?

School has an ‘open door’ policy which means all staff are available every morning to meet their class and at this point parents/carers could ask for a meeting to discuss their child with the class teacher. If parents/carers felt that they wanted to discuss their child and their specific needs or any concerns they may have they can either, make an appointment to see the Head Teacher, or SENDCO within the school. If parents are dissatisfied with the school’s response then The Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Information Advice and Support Services (SENDIASS) service can become involved.

If you are considering sending your child to South Parade Primary School, you can ring the school on 01924 302875 to make an appointment with the Head Teacher to arrange a visit to the school. During the visit you may be given a tour of the school.  At that point you will be given opportunities to discuss your child’s specific needs and ask any questions relating to your child’s education.
