	




	Children taking medicines

Chronic illness: All medicines should be kept in a locked cupboard/fridge.  They should only be administered with appropriate written permission and instructions from parents. See appendix 1. If school administers medicines / creams form appendix 2 is to be completed.
School staff are under no obligation to administer medication. 

All limited course medicines: e.g. cough medicines, antibiotics, should be administered by parents wherever possible.  However, the Head teacher should be consulted if there is a problem with this arrangement.
All medicines will be administered by a member of the office team (trained in administering medicines). More complex medical needs/health care plans will have designated staff outlined on the plans.

All medicines will be stored securely in a locked fridge. (In the First Aid Room)
Creams should only be used if considered essential and the child is able to apply it appropriately e.g. sun creams.   A letter of consent (appendix 1 form) is required from the parent if the cream is to be used for a specific complaint.

Lip balms are not to be used in school unless the child has a specific complaint eg. chapped lips. In this instance the class teacher is to be made aware and the labelled balm is to be kept in the class teacher’s drawer. 

Cough lozengers/sweets are not to be brought into school. 
Defibrillators

The school has access to a defibrillator. It is on the school motorist gates. The guardian of the defibrillator is Emma Fieldhouse who is responsible for keeping the status up to date on ‘The Circuit’ online.
